The touch screen interface enables easy selection of relevant icons while the PDA is put to use in
challenging environments such as deep forest or remote locations.

The Cl Earth online map sharing environment allows users to export data points and associated icons
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maps can be readily printed and viewed by users. Cl Earth also enables the online sharing of maps

among communities over the web, allowing users to view and query maps produced so that all

stakeholders sharing resources in a given area of the globe can have visibility on the same data.
